Waste Collection Service Utility Pricing 

The Queensland median residential waste collection utility charge serviced by large 
Councils is $286.34, 3.1% higher than the prior year median of $277.83. The increase in 
the charge was quite modest in SEQ as many Councils did not increase charges in the year. 
The non-SEQ charge is higher than the SEQ charge – with the current difference being $40.

Increases should remain subdued due to a competitive collection contract market and with 

disposal fees having been increased to commercially viable levels by most Councils. 
Significant amendments are only likely to occur as a result of the waste diversion strategy 
adopted at the local level (e.g. if third green waste or organics bins are mandated). 

Waste Collection Service and Other Rates/Charges 

Including other rates and charges relating to waste management (e.g. separate charges), 
the median charge is $312.71, 1.8% lower than the prior year median of $318.55. The 

median charge in non-SEQ areas is presently $45 higher than in SEQ areas.
